NSF EPSCoR - Data Access/Use Policy
1. The individual(s) responsible for the collection of data have first rights to analyze and publish those data. 

This refers to the Principle Investigator(s) responsible for the specific project that initiated the project and supported the collection of the data. Where post-doctoral researchers or students were involved in the design of a project or in the collection of data they should be given appropriate credit and access to data.

2. Data collected as part of the Idaho Experimental Watershed Network should be archived with the IEWN no later than 12 months after they are collected. 

Archived data must be accompanied by appropriate meta-data that clearly identify the type of data, who is responsible for the data (PI or PIs), when and how the data were generated, and, where appropriate, what steps were taken to verify data quality.

3. Archived data should be in an approved file format. Flat ASCII files are preferred.
4. For a period of 24 months after they are collected, access to data will only be with permission of the IEWN and the PI(s).

5. After the 24 month period, data will be provided to anyone who agrees to appropriately acknowledge the IEWN and the individuals responsible for the data set.
6. This policy is meant to encourage the timely release of data, and it does not preclude the release of certain kinds of data sooner than 24 months after they are collected. For example, discharge data, DEM data, and GIS coverages may be made generally available as soon as they have been through appropriate quality assurance procedures.

7. In rare circumstances there may be data sets that will remain under restricted access. This will be done, but only when the PI(s) provide a sufficient justification.
8. Anyone who uses data provided by the IEWN will be asked to provide their contact information and a brief description of their intended use for the data. This will allow the IEWN and the PI(s) responsible for those particular data to track the use and impacts of data collected with support of the IEWN.

9. Acceptable uses of data provided by the IEWN include any academic, research, educational, governmental, recreational, or other not-for-profit activities. Any use of data provided by the IEWN must acknowledge the IEWN and the funding source(s) that contributed to the collection of the data. Users are expected to inform the IEWN and the PI(s) responsible for the data of any work or publications based on data provided by the IEWN.
